The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Turkey

hereinafter referred to as “the Contracting Parties”,

Desiring to stréngthen the existing friendly relations between the two countries through
enhancing cooperation in the field of agriculture, | '

W1th the aim of strengthemng and expandmg cooperatlon in the ﬁelds of agnculture and -
agnculture related fields in accordance with the apphcable laws and regulatlons in their

respectlve countries and mutual interests of both countrles
Pursuant to the prevailing laws and regulations in their respective countries,

Taking into account the obligations of the Hellenic Republic arising from its membership to

the EU.

ARTICLE 1
The thtracting Parties shall cooperate indicatively in the following areas;

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ARTICLE 2

Cooperaﬁon in the field of agriculture shall be implemented through:

1. Exchange of scientific research and technical information and documentation;

'Exchange of visits of ekperts and consultants;

Organization of extension and training programs, seminars, symposiums, fairs and
meeﬁngs, in either of the two countries; ' '
Encouragement of the activities of joint ventures between the cooperative and private

sector in order to increase investments in the field of agriculture in both countries.

ARTICLE 3

The National Authqrities ‘responsible for the implementation of this Memorandum of

Understanding are:

1. For the Hellenic Republic, the Mirﬁstry of Rural Development and Fodd; and,

2. For the Republic of Turkéy, the Ministry of Food Agriculture and Livestock.

ARTICLE 4

Any disput'es arising out of the ihterpretation or application of this Memorandum of

Understanding shall be settled amicably through consultation or negotiation between the

Contracting Parties.

~ ARTICLE5

. The Conffacting Parties agree to establish an Agricultural Steéring Committee

(hereinafter referred to as “the Committee”) to monitor and review the implementation

of the cooperation under this Memorandum of Understanding.

The Committee consists of 5 members from each country including the delegation :

The Committee shall meet annually or at a time as mutually agreed, altemateiy in
Greece and in Turkey;

The Committes she!! be responsible for:
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- Analyzing the implementation of the cooperation programs as mutually agreed

- Recommending possible solutions to overcome difficulties arising from the

cooperation. 7
5. The Contracting Parties shall exchange experts on matters mutuaily agreed upon in
‘order to realize the cooperation provided for in Article 1of this Memorandum of

Understanding.

ARTICLE 6
The international travel expenses of the Steering Committee members and experfs proVided
for in Article 5 of the presént Memorandum of Understanding shall be borne by the sending

Contracting Party, whereas the local expenses shall be assumed by the receiving Contracting

Party, if not otherwise agreed in writing.

The receiving Contracting Party shall be informed of the intended visits at least two months

prior to the date of arrival.

ARTICLE 7
This Memorandum of Understanding can be amended by the Contracting Parties® mutual ,
written consent. Any amendments thereto shall enter into force in accordance with the legal

procedures as defined in Article 8.

ARTICLE 8 ‘
The present Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on the date of the receipt of
the last written notification by which the Contracting Parties notify each other through
diplomatic channels, of the completion of their internal legal procedurés required for its entry
inte force. |
